Attention Non-Members:  If you join NEDA now, you’ll be eligible for member rates AND you’ll receive full membership privileges throughout 2011 (discounts at 2010 Fall Symposium, NEDA’s monthly newsletter, A Tip of the Hat, discounts at 2011 Spring & Fall Symposiums, no non-member fee at the Spring Show & Fall Festival, and more). The UMass Hadley Farm has plenty of room for auditors.  Parking is a 5-minute bus ride from the parking lot to the farm, and buses/shuttles run throughout the day, each day.  Tentative bus schedule will be posted on the NEDA website during the week prior to the symposium.

Auditor sign ups (including lunch orders) must be postmarked by October 7th to receive pre-registration prices.  After October 7th, walk-in rates apply (add $10 to daily rates listed or see the website for post-registration package pricing).  Please don’t mail registration forms after October 15th.  NEDA members must provide proof of membership, and juniors/young riders must provide proof of age.  Seating is first come, first serve.  Sponsors and VIPs will be given front row seating near Letter E (or B).  No refunds – if you can’t make it, you may sell or give your ticket to another person for the same day(s).  Auditor tickets will not be mailed.  You will receive an email confirmation acknowledging receipt of your auditor form.  Please plan for a slightly longer check-in on the first day of your arrival.  Auditor packets will be available at the registration desk using your first and last name.
Banquet – The banquet will be at the Marriott Courtyard Hadley/Amherst.  The Saturday evening social hour and banquet has limited seating.  Tickets will be available until seating is sold out.  This year’s format will be different than years past and will include a “wall of fame,” minimal award-naming, and much more socializing.
Group Discounts are available for 6 or more people (10% discount applies to daily pricing only, not to package pricing).  No discounts given on lunch or banquet tickets.  Parking passes to park at Hadley Farm are available if requested.
Scholarships available – If you are a NEDA member, you might be eligible for a scholarship to help pay for your auditor fees. Next application deadline for scholarships is October 1st.

Tickets are non-refundable but may be transferred or sold to someone else for the same day.  There may be a limited number of lunches available for purchase at the symposium.

Area hotels and directions are listed on the website at www.neda.org.  We recommend any of the Hampshire Hospitality Hotels (Marriott Courtyard, Clarion Hotel, EconoLodge, and Howard Johnson).  Please reserve your rooms early and be sure to ask for the discounted, NEDA rate when booking with the Hampshire Hospitality group of hotels..  Book early as these hotels were sold-out during our past 2 events in 2008 and 2009 (Courtyard is already booked, although cancelled rooms will immediately go on reserve for NEDA).  We cannot guarantee room availability beyond September 30th, so please make your reservations immediately.

The closest airport is Bradley International (BDL), Hartford, CT.  Other area airports are Logan International (Boston, MA), TF Green (Providence, RI), and MHT (Manchester, NH).
